The DuLCITONE is a portable musical instrument built on the lines of
the piano, but with tuning forks in place of strings as sound producers.
No tuning is required, the fotks remain permanently in tune.

There being no wires, and consequently no metal frame, the instru-
ment is compact in size and of light weight, and is easily carried from
one place to another. (The weight is only six7y pounds while the
average weight of a piano is five hundred pounds.

The keys are the same size as those of an ordinary piano, and the
“touch ” identical. A pedal actuates the dampers, and corresponds
with the loud pedal of the piano.

The whole mechanism is simple, strong, and not liable to get out of
order. All parts are standardised, and can be replaced easily.
